Guidance Notes

This set of guidance notes is designed to aid you in the completion of your performance indicators. The following document is broken down into 6 over-arching Key Performance Indicators:
· KPI 1

Clubs delivering disability sport in Wales

· KPI 2

Club Members in disability sport in Wales

· KPI 3 

Education and training opportunities in disability sport in 


Wales

· KPI 4

Volunteers in disability sport in Wales

· KPI 5

Participatory opportunities in disability sport in Wales

Strategic events & competitions supported by FDSW
KPI 1
- Clubs delivering disability sport in Wales
From the spreadsheet you will be able to see that this KPI covers four (4) categories:
1. Clubs that meet Accreditation Mark


- Clubs accredited by FDSW or appropriate NGB

2. Clubs that have received DET training

3. Clubs that develop inclusive delivery plans


- A Club that is actively working towards the integration or inclusion 


of disabled people
4. New clubs

 These are each broken down into three (3) further sub-categories:
a. Type of Club
b. Impairment provision

c. Club sport

In the appropriate cells, fill in the figures relating to the clubs in your Local Authority in the ‘Actual Current Year’ column. For example, if you have 2 accredited pan-disability football clubs and 3 accredited archery clubs for the visually impaired you would fill in the spreadsheet as follows (see below):
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KPI 2
- Club Members in disability sport in Wales
This Performance Indicator is fairly self explanatory and simple to fill in. Club Members are broken down into Age, Sex, Impairment Group, Sport, Sporting Group and Additional Information. 

NB: Sporting Groups can be defined as ones which have Paralympic, Deaflympic, INAS-FID and Special Olympic exit routes respectively. So, for this section you would enter the number of Club Members that are participating in a sport that has either Paralympic, Deaflympic, INAS-FID or Special Olympic exit routes.
KPI 3 – Education & Training Opportunities in disability sport in Wales
This KPI requires you to provide information about the coaches in your Clubs. It is broken down into Type of Coach, Sport Specific Coach Education and Generic Coach Education. Again, Paralympic, Deaflympic and Learning Disability coaches are those coaching sports which have Paralympic, Deaflympic, INAS-FID or Special Olympic exit routes. Type of Coach and Sport Specific Coach Education are to be reported per sport. The number of ‘Active Coaches’ are those currently working in Disability Sport Wales Clubs in your Local Authority. 
Generic Coach Education is to be reported in the ‘Actual Current Year’ column. Impairment Modules in this category refer to courses such as Elements Training or Deaf Awareness.
KPI 4 – Volunteers in Disability Sport in Wales

This Performance Indicator is similar to KPI 3 - Education & Training Opportunities in disability sport in Wales. New volunteers are those who have joined the Club within the last 12 months, and retained are those who have been there for longer than 12 months (due to the fact PIs are completed annually).
KPI 5 – Participatory Opportunities in Disability Sport in Wales

This Performance Indicator is broken down into Recreational, Outdoor and School into Community Opportunities.

· Recreational Opportunity

· How many individuals taking part in activities that are not Outdoor or School into Community related per year.
· E.g. if you have a wheelchair basketball club that has 15 members turn up once a week – for the year that is 780 opportunities (15 x 52).
· Outdoor Opportunity

· This applies to activities such as walking, cycling & horse riding and will be more prevalent in rural areas. Calculate opportunities in the same way as above.
· School into Community Opportunity

· These are related to after school and lunch time activities for children in schools e.g. Dragon Sports. Calculate opportunities as above.
KPI 6 – Strategic Events & Competitions Supported by FDSW
For this Performance Indicator you are required to list the number of strategic events and competitions in your Local Authority by Sport, Impairment Group and Target Group. A strategic competition can be defined as any comp or event with an exit route or pathway identified within a DSW Officers work plan. These events may not necessarily be entirely led by DSW but may be supported e.g. Welsh Disabled Sports Team Championships (Rotary Games). Officers should only count an event when it is held within there local authority.
