Promoted and delivered through a network of development officers located across every local authority in Wales, Disability Sport Wales was initially launched in September 2000 and has since evolved to encompass every local authority in Wales, with 22 officers now in place.

Volunteering Counts is a National Initiative funded in the first instance by the European Year of Disabled People.

The scheme aims to provide quality opportunities you, to help support the Disability Sport Wales scheme in a voluntary capacity, as well as supporting you in your role through training, coach education, mentoring and support.

Volunteering Counts recognizes the importance and value of the volunteer to the success of the Disability Sport Wales scheme, and seeks to help you to identify the role that’s right for you in an environment that suits your needs.

What we expect from you as a volunteer:

· Volunteers will support and promote sporting and physical activity opportunities for all, regardless of ability or disability.

· All Volunteers will act in an appropriate manner whilst representing disability sport.

· Volunteers will be expected to use appropriate language at all times, and as role models for participants will be expected to dress in a manner that suits the activity in which they are involved.

· If you are unable to attend a session or activity please contact the session leader as soon as possible so that absences can be covered.

· All volunteers will be expected to undertake a Criminal Records Bureau check in order to ensure the protection of children and vulnerable adults.

· Volunteers will treat all issues in a fair and equitable manner.

What you can expect from Disability Sport Wales:

· The Volunteering Counts scheme will provide you with appropriate Disability Awareness Training, access to disability specific / sport specific training and CRB clearance checking.
· Disability Sport Wales will respect the right of the volunteer to identify tasks and activities in which he / she will feel comfortable in being involved.
· As a volunteer you will have access to a Volunteering Counts mentor through whom you can discuss your progress and personal development.
· All volunteers will be treated in a fair and equitable manner on all occasions.
