Welcome to Disability Sport Cymru

Disability Sport Cymru is a national sports development programme delivered locally, which aims to:

“Increase the number of disabled people participating in sport at a local level”

This national programme is delivered locally through a partnership approach between the Federation of Disability Sport Wales, the Sports Council for Wales and the 22 local authorities across Wales.

The programme seeks to:

· To create new clubs and to develop existing opportunities for disabled people to participate in sport and physical activity;

· To increase the number of disabled people who are active members of sports clubs;

· To co-ordinate locally accessible training and coach education courses for coaches and volunteers

· To develop and promote local competition structures, with opportunities for participants to progress to regional and national level where appropriate.

· To actively encourage disabled people to participate in a sport / s or physical activity of their choice.

Disability Sport Cymru Clubmark – an overview

The Disability Sport Cymru Clubmark will help to provide clubs with guidelines and advice on ways in which all clubs can ensure that they provide quality sporting and physical activity opportunities to their members, coaches and volunteers.
The Disability Sport Cymru Clubmark scheme will follow a 6 step plan that will cover all key aspects of successful club development.  Clubs will be asked to work towards each step in succession and will be given professional support and advice from their Disability Sport Cymru Development Officer.  

On completion of the programme, clubs will be able to display the Disability Sport Cymru Clubmark logo on their documents and material’s, in addition Clubmark clubs will then become eligible to affiliate to the Federation of Disability Sport Wales. 
The 6 step plan

It is likely that your club may already have attained several of the bench marks associated with the DSC Clubmark process.  Where this is the case we would ask you to revisit these areas and if appropriate update and revise your policies / procedures.  But don’t worry if you are a new club, the following documents will held to guide you step by step through the process and your local Disability Sport Cymru Officer will always be at hand to offer additional support and advice.

In order to attain the Disability Sport Cymru Clubmark your club must work towards the following 6 steps:

· Management –including constitution, committee structure, financial administration, committee meetings and AGM’s.
· Member protection – including CRB checking and procedures, child and vulnerable adult protection training and policy implementation, insurance, health and safety / risk assessment issues, photography / imaging policy, data protection.
· Coaching / leadership matters – coach education, insurance, job descriptions, support and development pathways.

· Volunteer infrastructure – volunteer job descriptions, training /support packages.

· Support staff – roles and responsibilities.

· Competition / events management – selection policy, insurance, transport / travel policies, care / support guidelines.
